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In ancient Egypt, bread was eaten daily by both the rich 
and the poor and was one of the most important foods. 
Archaeologists have found drawings showing how bread 
was made in ancient Egypt - follow our recipe below to 
make your own version of Egyptian flatbread.

Recipe - Make Your 
Own Egyptian Bread Explore Egypt

11
•	300g whole wheat flour

•	½ tbsp (active dry) yeast

•	½ tbsp salt 

•	½ tbsp oil

•	2 tsp sugar

•	300ml warm water                      

IInnggrr eedd iiee ::nntt ss
Mix the yeast with the water and sugar in a big 
mixing bowl. 

22 Cover the bowl with a tea towel and let it sit for 
10 minutes until it is bubbly (caused by the yeast 
activating). 

33 Add half the flour to the bowl and mix it together with a spoon. 

44Cover again with the tea towel and leave it in a warm place for 30 minutes. 

55 Then add the rest of the flour, the salt and the oil to the bowl. 

66 Knead the dough for 10 minutes until it is soft, not sticky. 

77 Cover the bowl with the tea towel again (for the last time!) and wait about an hour 
until the dough doubles in size. 
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88 Now you can divide the dough into eight balls and roll them out 
to look like flatbreads on some baking paper. 

Recipe - Make Your 
Own Egyptian Bread Explore Egypt

1010 Enjoy your yummy Egyptian flatbread!

99 Place the flatbreads on a baking tray (still on the baking paper) in the oven at 
240°C for about six minutes and watch them fluff up. Make sure an adult helps you 
with the oven. 
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The Pyramids of Giza are the largest Egyptian pyramids - they 
are made from millions of massive stone blocks and historians 
are still not sure how the ancient Egyptians carved, transported 
and stacked so many massive blocks. Can you solve the mystery? 

While you fold your own pyramids, think about these questions - you could even do 
some research to find the answers:

•	There are several ways they could have moved such heavy 
objects to the building site - can you think of some?

•	How could they have raised the blocks that sit at the very 
top of the pyramid?

•	How many workmen do you think they would 
have needed?
