In the middle of Nigeria, you can 
find woodlands and open grasslands where animals like to roam. Towards the north, it 
gets drier, and you'll see more grasses and scattered trees. In the past, Nigeria was home 
to many animals like antelopes, giraffes, lions and elephants, as well as monkeys, gorillas 
and chimpanzees. Most of them now live in special places called national parks. Nigeria 
also has other wild animals like snakes, crocodiles and hippos. You can find ostriches and 
storks in the grasslands, while colourful parrots and toucans make their homes in the forests.
